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RULES

Riding Clubs Competitions 2009.

2. Affiliated British Riding Clubs in Area 17 may enter teams in the Senior and
Junior NISJ qualifying classes. Individual BRC members may enter Class 1,
which is not a qualifier. .

3. In order to qualify for the NISJ Riding Club Championships, entries must be
made through Clubs on the official forms.

4. Classes 2 & 3: Horses which have BE points, BSJA winnings, or who have
been placed 1st to 6th in Pre-Novice are not eligible.
Classes 5 & 6: only RWHS Round 1 Topscore Qualifiers are eligible.

5. In Classes 2 & 3, a competitor who is eliminated in the first round may jump
in the second if his/her team is not eliminated. If a team is eliminated, any
member not eliminated may jump in the second round at the discretion of the
Official Steward.

6. It is the sole responsibility of the competitor to ensure that their horse has
a valid 'flu vaccination record. Team Organisers and RWHS competitors must
send a copy of the record with the Area entry. (see Entry Requirements inside).

7. Prize-winners will be expected to attend the prize-giving mounted and correctly
dressed. Subject to confirmation by the Riding Clubs Office, winning teams will
qualify for the Riding Clubs' Championships to be held at Hartpury College on
3/4 April 2010.

8. The Meon Riding Club, Crofton Manor EC, and persons acting on their behalf,
do not accept any liability for any loss, accident, or damage to any person, animal,
vehicle or goods occurring in connection with this event. Itis a condition of entry
that each competitor indemnifies the organiser against any claim.
